Robert Morris is a “Christian in love with the rich variety of ways God reaches out to touch us and 

teach us.”  Growing up in a fairly narrow fundamentalist context, his first learnings about this Divine variety 
came through realizing that other kinds of Christians were in touch with the living Spirit, even though they didn’t 
conform to rigid rules. Since then, his sense of the generosity of God’s grace toward all has only grown.  

His love affair with Judaism and the Hebrew Bible goes back to teen years, when he realized that Jesus 
and the Apostles were, after all, Jews.  He was a student of one of the great modern Talmudic scholars, Rabbi 
Judah Golden, the first occupant of the Chair of Jewish Studies at Yale, and devoured the Old Testament 
courses at General Theological Seminary in New York.  

                                       

Sister Dawn Mills is a Benedictine Sister of Perpetual Adoration and prioress of the Benedictine 

Monastery in Tucson, AZ. As part of a contemplative community, Sister Dawn has specialized in the study and 
practice of prayer and spiritual disciplines.  She has been a spiritual director for over 20 years, and has been 
facilitating directed retreats and preached retreats during most of that time.  Currently, she is the director for 
the Oblates of St. Benedict associated with the Tucson monastery.  She is also a staff writer for the magazine 
“Spirit and Life,” published by the sisters.  Being Benedictine, she is committed to promoting a “lively and 
prayerful relationship with Scripture and to do the work of seeking God”.

environment of grace for deepening the spiritual lives of committed individuals.  Both lay and clergy reside in 
community with others who wish to seek God through a rhythm of study and prayer, rest and exercise, and 
solitude and relationship.
